What Is It?

The Mentorship Program is an individualized course of study to prepare students for Auditions and
interviews for admission to college, university, and conservatory theatre Arts training programs.
Students who intend to major in theatre arts should enroll in the Mentorship Program in the spring of
their Junior Year.

The Mentorship - College Prep Pre-Professional Program assists parents and students in their search
and selection of the right theatre training program for the student.

How Do I Apply?

A student must fill out an application by Mid-February of their Junior Year indicating their intention
to enroll in the Mentorship Program. The student and parents will then be invited to conference with
Mrs. Barth to discuss the student's goals and to discuss the best course of training and preparation.
Preparation begins in the spring of the student's junior year outside of school time. Students who
attend the International Thespian Festival have the opportunity to audition for college theatre
program scholarships in June of their junior year.

Most college auditions are held between December and February of the student's senior year. The
number of coaching sessions is dependent on the number of programs for which the student is
auditioning. Some programs in directing, playwriting, and technical theatre require a comprehensive
portfolio of the student's work throughout high school.
